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Objectives: This paper details a pilot study which is currently ongoing.  This study will examine the impact of an innovative serious game-based primary intervention for adolescent dating violence on attitudes towards dating violence. The game comprises five, 50-minute fully computer-mediated ‘lessons’ aiming to raise awareness of and change attitudes towards violence in adolescent dating relationships.
Design: A pre-post test comparison group design will be adopted. 
Methods:  The participants will be 100 adolescents aged between 12 and 16 from two English secondary schools. Pre-intervention, participants complete the Strengths and Difficulties Questionnaire. Pre- and post-intervention participants complete the Normative Beliefs about Aggression Scale and a measure of socially desirable responding. The comparison group complete both sets of measures at the same time points but are  not exposed to the intervention.
Results: The findings will be analysed in order to determine a) the extent of attitudinal change in the intervention group relative to that in the control group and b) whether any meaningful differences in impact can be identified based on pre-intervention Strengths and Difficulties classifications.  

Conclusion: The findings of the study will be discussed in relation to the extant literature on primary prevention and the potential of using technology in the classroom as a means of educating adolescents about sensitive topics.
